CWRU will award scholarships in the amount of $4,700 per year to students majoring in Systems Biology, Biomedical Engineering, students enrolled in the Pre-Professional Scholars Program- Medicine, and graduate students in the Science and Technology Entrepreneurship – Biotechnology and Public Health Nutrition Masters Degree programs who are interested in a career in science entrepreneurship in Ohio. Choose Ohio First Scholars will engage in independent research, internships, and entrepreneurial experiences with peers at Cleveland State University, Baldwin-Wallace College, Hiram College, and Cuyahoga Community College. Graduates are expected to help advance economic development in Northeast Ohio and the State. Expectations

Choose Ohio First Scholars will be required to engage in four activities during their academic career;
Previous experience may be considered as fulfillment of scholarship expectations:
1) Business or Science Entrepreneurship Course—at least one course 
2) Research Experience—an independent research project in the laboratory;

3) Internship/Coop Experience—an immersion experience in industry or working laboratory;

4) Entrepreneurial Experience—mentoring by local science entrepreneurs, bioscience business incubators, or start-up companies.
